The five basic sections

are titled What makes me tick?, What does my Brain do?, How does my mind work?, What makes

me Unique? and Where do I fit in?. Chapters have titles like 'do you know what's right and wrong?'

and 'who needs parents anyway?' which are bound to spark interest. Each chapter is a two page

layout explaining the history of what Psychology has learned about the topic (attachment theory, the

stages of moral development) or covers the work of a major figure in Psychology (Ramachandran,

Pavlov, Freud, Milgram, etc).Most spreads have a small bar listing which page the reader should

turn to in order to read related entries. For example, on the spread titled 'do you know what's right

and wrong' the reader is directed to see pages 16-17 (developmental stages), 18-19 (Conditioning)

and 26-27 (positive and negative reinforcement and modeling).
